Stantec’s Journey

My name is Chern’ee Sutton and I am a contemporar y Indigenous 
artist from the Kalkadoon people from the Mount Isa area in 
Queensland. This painting is my interpr etation of Stantec and their 
reconciliation journe y.

In my painting, the lar ge orange community symbol in the centr e 
of the piece represents Stantec Australia and is painted in their 
corporate colours. The grey circle and lines that surr ound the centre 
piece is Stantec’s symbol for community—to Stantec, communities 
are fundamental, which is why the y design with community in mind. 
The nine large ‘U’ symbols which surr ound both community symbols 
represent their multiple offices across Australia. 

The grey, orange and white spirit trails which come out of the 
centre lead to smaller community symbols that r epresent the 
other continents and communities wher e Stantec works. ‘Whether 
around the corner or across the globe, they provide a foundation, a 
sense of place and belonging.’ The spirit trails show how this work 
is connected by a common passion and pr omise to design with 
community in mind.

The handprint in the bottom left corner r epresents Stantec’s 
humble beginnings, star ting as a one-person firm in 1954, while the 
footprints represent their journey and growth into the award-winning 
company that it is toda y. The footprints lead up to the kangar oo and 
emu footprints to symbolise the star t of Stantec’s reconciliation 
journey in Australia. The kangar oo and emu footprints represent 
the Reconciliation Action Plan (RAP) working gr oup and their 
commitment to reconciliation through their work, which is alwa ys 
moving forwards. The shield in the top left corner r epresents 
Stantec’s commitment to being ‘Saf erTogether’ and protecting 
their employees and the environment. The HSSE stands for 
Stantec’s Health, Safety, Security and Envir onment program, which 
demonstrates their commitment to putting people first. 

The four orange, grey and white stars r epresent Stantec’s values 
which are ‘we put people first’, ‘ we do what is right’, ‘ we are better 
together’, and ‘ we are driven to achieve’. The boomerang in the 
bottom right corner represents clients continuously r eturning due 
to Stantec’s quality service and local strength, knowledge, and 
relationships, along with their world-class exper tise as a top 10 
ranked global design firm. 

The 16 yellow, orange, grey and white dotted cir cles in the 
background, some of which contain silhouettes, r epresent Stantec’s 
many services and markets which include buildings, transpor tation, 
international development, geotechnical engineering and 
materials testing, power engineering and design, water ser vices, 
and sustainability . Stantec is a leading awar d-winning company 
committed to community, reconciliation and to bringing 
together diverse perspectives so we can collaborate towards a 
shared success.
